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environment next August. We as an organization need to
be positive and forward thinking and to give the federal
government the advice and support it needs to make the
best possible decisions for Alberta producers.

Finally, I have been personally involved as co-chair of
a producer steering committee that has been tasked with
the responsibility of developing a business plan for the
creation of an all-wheat commission in Alberta. I am
very excited about the opportunities this will create for
the wheat producers in this province. Our industry truly
relies on champions to direct research, marketing, and
educational programs necessary to sustain and grow the
farming industry in Alberta. Our wheat growers need a
commission that is focused on funding and promoting
innovative wheat research and in developing and
capitalizing on sustainable market opportunities. The new
commission would also provide a forum for developing
new leaders in the Ag industry. Be sure to attend one of
our regional meetings in either Lethbridge or Red Deer to
learn more about this exciting initiative.
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Plans Take Shape for Provincial All-Wheat Commission

A group of wheat producers from across the province is
working to form an all-wheat commission in Alberta. The
notion for the commission originated with the Alberta
Winter Wheat Producers Commission, whose members
put forward a resolution in 2008 to investigate growers’
interest in creating an all-wheat commission.

Subsequent research found the strong support for the
commission.

“In market research by Ipsos Forward Research, we
surveyed more than 300 diverse wheat producers in
Alberta and found 58 per cent in favour of an all-wheat
producer commission,” says Kent Erickson, AWWPC
chairman and co-chairman of the steering committee for
an Alberta all-wheat commission. “Based on that, our
steering committee has been working since January 2011
to form the commission.”

Other steering committee members include co-chair
Lynn Jacobson of Vauxhall, Peter Pepneck also of
Vauxhall, Terry Young of Lacombe, Greg Porozni of
Vegreville, Ron Heck of Fairview and Ron Nerland of
Morrin.

Jacobson, also chair of the Alberta Soft White Wheat
Producers Commission, says the steering committee
has developed “strong and viable strategic business and
startup plans that pave the way to having an all-wheat
commission up and running on Aug. 1,2012.”

While the startup date of the proposed commission
coincides with when the Government of Canada wants
to make planned changes to the Canadian Wheat
Board effective, Erickson says plans to form the all-
wheat commission began long before the government
announced its intention to end the CWB’s single desk

marketing system.

“We are really responding to a gap in Alberta’s crop
sector and the need for greater investment in research for
plant breeding and agronomics in wheat,” he says.

The steering committee’s next steps will be to consult
with producers about those plans.

“We will meet with wheat producers in the coming
months to present our plans, gauge their support and
respond to their feedback, then seek approval for the
commission from the minister of Agriculture, Food and
Rural Development,” says Erickson.

Alberta has 21 agricultural commissions and marketing
boards responsible for everything from beef to barley —
and including winter wheat and soft white wheat—
although it lacks a commission to represent the vast
majority of wheat producers. Collectively, winter wheat
and soft white wheat account for just five per cent of the
wheat grown in the province each year.

Yet, wheat is one of the province’s most important crops,
accounting for about 7.6 million tonnes of production
on about 6.6 million acres. Some 85 per cent of wheat
produced in Alberta is Canadian Western Red Spring
(CWRS) and Canadian Western Amber Durum (CWAD).

“For several years, we’ve seen significant challenges
in wheat production—across Western Canada wheat
production is declining while worldwide demand is
growing,” Erickson says. “It’s crucial for wheat to be
seen as a competitive crop option if producers are going
to view it as a preferred crop.”

He adds the Alberta all-wheat commission would
contribute to wheat’s competitiveness by representing the
interests of Alberta producers across all wheat classes.

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Cash Advances for Winter Cereals

For winter cereal producers looking to cash flow their
fall expenses, a cash advance on winter wheat or fall rye
could be the financial tool you’re looking for. Advances
on winter cereals are available from the Canadian Canola
Growers Association, beginning October 1, 2011.

With your winter wheat harvest now complete, your
attention has likely turned to managing your farm’s
cash flow requirements. “The Advance Payments
Program (APP) for winter cereals provides farmers with
inexpensive working capital and offers a lot of flexibility
over when to market your grain, says Rick White, general
manager of the Canadian Canola Growers Association
(CCGA).

The cash advance program is offered to farmers through
Agriculture and Agri-Food Canada’s (AAFC) suite of
business risk management programs. Beginning October
1, 2011 CCGA will administer the program for winter
wheat and fall rye planted in 2011.

The CCGA has issued cash advances to Western
Canadian farmers for nearly 30 years, and currently
administers advances for more than 20 commodities.
“Many farmers use the program year-after-year to
help manage their cash flow,” says White. “We look
forward to offering an expanded level of service to
Western Canadian farmers, and specifically winter cereal
producers beginning this fall.”

The APP provides farmers with advances of up to
$400,000 on wide range of agriculture commodities.
With the backing of AAFC, producers can obtain the
first $100,000 of their cash advance interest-free and any
remaining balance is charged an extremely reasonable
interest rate of prime-flat.

Farmers can obtain an advance at three different phases
of their winter cereal production cycle:

* An Actual Seeded Winter Cereal Advance is available
after planting and must be secured with crop insurance
coverage.

* A Spring Advance on Winter Cereals can be obtained
once the crop has emerged in the spring.

* A Post Harvest Advance is issued on grain that is
already held in storage. CCGA currently issues post
harvest advances for fall rye, and will begin issuing post
harvest advances on winter wheat on April 1,2012.

“We begin issuing winter wheat and fall rye advances for
the 2012/13 cash advance program on October 1, 2011,”
says Janet Morgan, manager of program administration
at CCGA. The program runs for 24 months, so producers
who receive an advance on their fall seeded crops have
until September 30, 2013 to repay their advance.

Applicants who are approved for an actual seeded
advance receive 60 percent of their initial request.
“Once their crop emerges in the spring and the producer
sends us their confirmed seeded acreage report from
crop insurance, we can issue the remaining balance
outstanding,” says Morgan

To be eligible for an advance, applicants must be a
Canadian citizen or permanent resident and they must
have reached the age of majority within the province
where they operate. Corporations, cooperatives and
partnerships are also eligible.

Successful applicants pay a one-time $150 application
processing fee. If later in the year the producer applies for
additional commodities an additional $75 is charged, but
there are no additional charges for transferring a seeded
advance to a post-harvest advance, says Morgan.

Application forms for winter wheat and fall rye
advances are available for downloading at www.ccga.ca
and are also available at local grain elevators. CCGA’s
customer service representatives are also available to
assist farmers in completing their applications over the
telephone at 1-866-745-2256.

One of the most common questions that CCGA receives
about the program is: how long will it take to process
my application? “Processing times on applications vary,”
says Morgan, “but for applications that arrive completely
filled out, with all the required signatures and supporting
documentation, we can generally turn these around within
three to five business days,” barring any issues with an
applicant’s file.

Morgan reminds producers that the CCGA issues

As well, the commission would provide leadership that
improves the demand, agronomic competitiveness and
profitability of Alberta-produced wheat and contribute
to policy development and advocacy initiatives that
strengthen capacity and encourage investment in the
wheat industry.

Erickson says the proposed commission is closely
modelled after other provincial commissions. Producers
would make up the organization’s membership and would
elect directors and delegates to oversee the commission’s
strategic plans. A CEO and staff with strong ties to
industry would carry out those plans.

Also like the AWWPC and other existing producer
organizations, the commission would be funded through
voluntary and refundable check-off dollars, in this case
a proposed 70¢/tonne. This check-off would replace the
check-off AWWPC members currently pay.

“Our strategic plan conservatively forecasts revenues
of about $3.5 million within three years of startup,”
Jacobson says. “We estimate $3 million a year would
be directly invested in strategic priorities to provide
substantial value to our producers.”

The steering committee for the proposed all-wheat
commission is currently seeking funding from various
sources and hopes to announce in early November its
plans for a series of producer meetings and workshops
this winter.

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Grain Growers of Canada Fall Update

At this fall’s session of Parliament, the government will
be acting quickly to implement longstanding campaign
promises including those on wheat and barley marketing.

Other Grain Growers priorities for the coming months:

Rail Service Review - While pleased with the Rail
Service Panel’s recommendations and the Government’s
commitment to implementation, things have been very
quiet since the election.

The Grain Growers publicly asked the new Transport
Minister to say rail service will be a high priority, but
past experience shows the railways are masters at stalling
progress.

Transport Canada met with us twice in September
to ensure we know this file’s importance. Any day, a
facilitator is expected to be named to help draft model
service level agreements. The Grain Growers will be also
working very closely with Pulse Canada and the Canadian
Canola Growers to ensure timely implementation this
winter.

Farm Safety Nets - The Grain Growers recently met
with Agriculture and Agri-Food Canada about improving
existing programs.

Lots of the discussion focused on raising the cap for
Agri-Invest, however, with fixed revenue from the federal
and provincial governments, adding more coverage
and farmers on the top end would decrease the federal
contribution rate from 1.5% to about 1.2%. Given only
about 1,500 farmers are pushing the cap today in Canada,
it was generally agreed to leave the program as is.

We also looked at Agri-Stability. Quicker response
would mean moving away from individual records
and our sense is farmers don’t want to return to area
averages. Another option is to base the current year on
past year’s individual numbers, basically creating a one
year lag in coverage. Again, we weren’t comfortable
with that suggestion. We then focussed on improving the
cash advance portion of Agri-Stability, recognizing the

difficulty of collecting overpayments. AAFC promised to
review several suggestions.

AAFC also gave an overview of Agri-Insurance,
Agri-Recovery and a snapshot of the EU’s Common
Agricultural Policy and US farm support programs,
giving us a better appreciation of meeting everyone’s
needs in a national program.

Research and Innovation - The Grain Growers and
Western Grains Research Foundation are co-chairing the
Grains Innovation Roundtable research committee, which
is focussing on wheat research funding models. Trying to
find common ground between end-point royalties, UPOV
91, certified seed tax credits, check-offs, public sector/

private sector partnerships and farm-saved seed is very
challenging.

Unless the producers, public and private developers
find some middle ground, the shortage of research in
cereal grains will continue. The Grain Growers have
pushed hard for years for more research dollars and have
the Senate Ag Committee about to undertake work on
this issue as well.

Thanks - Finally, we would like to thank Gary Stanford
(AWWPC southern director-at-Large) and Rick Istead
(executive director) for their timely and valuable
contributions to the Grain Growers on a wide range of
policy issues.

Dissolving the AWWPC

With an all-wheat producers commission expected
to launch on the stroke of midnight on Aug. 1, 2012,
members of the Alberta Winter Wheat Producers
Commission will be asked at this year’s regional and
annual general meetings to approve a motion to dissolve
their organization, effective 11:59 p.m. on July 31, 2012.

If approved, AWWPC members would become
members of the new commission the moment it begins
operating. The planned launch of the new commission is
subject to approval by the provincial government.

Members of the Alberta Soft White Wheat Producers
Commission will also be looking to pass a similar motion
at their organization’s upcoming regional and annual
general meetings.

“Our organization would essentially be folded into the
new commission,” says AWWPC executive director Rick
Istead. “This is the first time this has been proposed in
Alberta, but it is something our board has been working
toward since 2008.”

At the AWWPC’s 2008 annual general meeting,
members passed a resolution to investigate producer
interest in the formation of an all-wheat commission.

The new commission offers winter wheat and soft
white wheat producers several advantages. For example,
while these producers have the benefit of check-off
dollars, acreages for their crops are relatively small, and
limited revenue is generated. An all-wheat commission
would better meet the needs of all wheat producers in
the province while bringing a focus to the needs and

opportunities of Alberta’s wheat industry.

As well, winter wheat producers would see their check-
off rate reduced to 70¢/tonne from $1.00/tonne. Current
plans call for the proposed all-wheat commission to invest
significantly more dollars into winter wheat research than
the $100,000 currently collected.

The proposed commission’s strategic plan notes the
board of directors “will strategically optimize the value
of all wheat classes Alberta producers find economically
and agronomically viable, today and into the future.”

The plan also calls for the commission to maintain
and grow the viability of all wheat classes by fairly and
strategically allocating its resources. Furthermore, the
commission will examine and accordingly modify its
funds and resources it allocates to various wheat classes
at planning sessions held every three years. This will
allow the commission to take full advantage of specific
class opportunities and to ensure fairness.

The commission will also establish an industry
advisory committee of wheat class experts to advise the
board on specific class, variety and market development
initiatives. Along with this, the commission will recruit
and/or develop staff with knowledge and management
capacity for specific class initiatives.

Members of the all-wheat commission steering
committee will consult with wheat producers throughout
the province this fall and winter about the plans for the
new commission. Producer feedback will play a key role
in forming and operating the new commission.
